o

hen we address ourselves to the theme of Repentance we find our-

selves in a rather hopeless situation. The word “repentance” is a poor
translation of the Greek word “metanoia,” which means to “change one’s mind.”
And this Greek word is in turn a poor translation of the original Hebrew word which
means to “turn around.” Hence we have here a word that has undergone a double
degeneration. The question is, of course, whether this observation helps us very
much. And then, too, the word “turn” does not really cast much light upon what we
should do and where we are to turn. Earnest people who still cling to the idea that
the words of an ancient tradition still have some wisdom in them and would like to
make them profitable in their lives, - earnest people, in other words, who are con-
cerned about the loss of real substance in our human life and therefore are looking
for the messages that gave weight and direction, stability and comfort to former
generations, - usually proceed to interpret this word, “to turn” in their own way.
They make of it something in the nature of turning inward, returning to them-
selves. They say to themselves, “What we need in this hectic turmoil of our way of
life is the healing quietness of reflection, we need to get away from things in a calm,
creative way. We no longer know or come back to ourselves; today, however, I’'m
going to go back and commune with myself.”

This therapeutic measure adopted by earnest people presents an interest-
ing and constantly recurring phenomenon: When we have lost the real direction,
when we no longer know where we are going, the Whither to which we are to turn,
we turn to the act of turning, we simply “turn inward.” When we no longer know
what we should believe, we turn to the act of believing and simply cling to believing
as an attitude. When we have lost the goal, we hold on to the act of “ever-striving
endeavor,” the aimless trudge of the Faustian wanderer.”

The above words were written about Repentance by the theologian Helmut
Thielicke 50 years ago. They still hold true today. People, if they feel the need to “turn”
from sin at all, generally see the “turning” as a “turning” inward to self where they believe
—and where our culture constantly tells them — they will find truth and the answer to their
problems. The problem with that is that it is the exact opposite of what Christian Repen-
tance actually is. In fact, that kind of turning — turning into oneself - is the definition

of sin - to be turned in on oneself — to seek the answers in yourself. Yet that is exactly
how so many people think they will find truth — by reflecting on themselves and their
“personal truths.” That is how so many people think they will be absolving — by
“forgiving” themselves. But this is most certainly not biblical repentance —to turn
inward into yourself. Biblical repentance is the opposite of that — it is turning away
from self and outward to God.

The Blessed Reformer Martin Luther once said of repentance, “To repent
means to feel the wrath of God in earnest because of one’s sin, so that the sinner ex-
periences anguish of heart and is filled with a painful longing for the salvation and
mercy of God.” Again, Dr. Luther said, “Repentance is not penitence alone but also
faith, which apprehends the promise of forgiveness, lest the penitent sinners perish.”
True Christian Repentance is never turning into oneself to find the answers, or to find
truth, or to find self-absolution. True Christian Repentance is Godly sorrow over sin
and faith in Jesus Christ alone for the forgiveness of sin. It is looking forward to the
One Who bore all our sin upon the cross so that we might life and salvation. As
Thielicke writes, “Repentance is therefore not the negation of what lies behind us (or
it is this negation only very incidentally), it is rather a joyful setting out for what lies
ahead of us. To receive forgiveness means that our past is canceled and we have a
new future.”

That promise is for you in this place week in and week out. Whatever you
have done — however far you have wandered — this is your Father’s House — the place
of Forgiveness where Christ comes to you in compassion, love and mercy.

We rejoice in repentance because true Christian Repentance is no less than
Jesus Christ Himself and faith that clings to Him that conquers sin. The prodigal son
came back to his father’s house because he knew that, even after all he had done, his
father’s house was still open to him. After all he done — after ending up in the pigsty
— he knew that the lights were burning there in the windows and that someone
would be there to welcome him home. That is true Christian Repentance that is
found in Jesus Christ alone. Thielicke writes, “The Day of Repentance is the solemn
promise that there is One who is waiting for us and that there is always a tomorrow.
The one thing needful is also the one thing that is promised. Blessed are those who
have a home, for they can come home.” Welcome home to your Father’s House.

New Organ Installed at Gloria Dei

At last, we have our new organ! After eager anticipation, we welcome
" the Rodgers Allegiant as the newest addition to our worship facilities.

The Rodgers Company had assured us that the replacement procedure
would be completed within a week so that worship services could

\ . proceed without interruption. Work began on Monday, July 11 with
the removal of pews, dividing rail and file cabinet from the choir/
organ area so that the old organ could be removed.

On Tuesday morning the crew from Rodgers arrived bringing scaffolding, ladders, rolls of
wire, tools galore, and the new organ! The old organ was removed to the narthex, and the new
brought to the front of the church. The project for the next several days was to install new wir-
ing and speakers. A problem developed - the new wiring was to replace the old by going under
the floor, but for some reason this didn't work. So, on to plan B. An alternate route was used,
new speakers installed in front, back, and choir loft, and the organ placed in its proper spot.

By early Friday afternoon all was finished and ready for voicing; that is, making sure all sound
was suited to our building. This was finished by late afternoon, and the organist received a tu-
torial on the operation of the new organ ....

Saturday morning! Practice at Gloria Dei for Sunday 's service! Wow! Everything

works, and there's so much with which to work! Prepare mini-concert for preser-

vice music using celeste, orchestral chorus, solo flute, solo oboe, chimes, hand-

bells, piano, zimbelstern, tympani, full organ, and a variety of settings for congre-

gational singing. Will save the harpsichord, solo violin, harp, chorus, "chiffy"

flutes, and brass for the following Sunday. And that's just the beginning of what

our new organ can do! ...
We hope to have a mini-concert before each service for a number of Sundays to give the con-
gregation an opportunity to hear the many possibilities our new instrument has to offer. A
dedication service for out new organ is in the planning stages. Please consult your bulletin and
newsletter for information as it becomes available.

Many thanks to all who helped in this endeavor. Those who gave memorials and other dona-
tions to the organ fund; Pastor Anderson, Scott Schilling, Dan Sedory, Thomas Hartwig, and
Joel Moritz who helped prepare our building; and Steve Smith, David Brackley and the Rod-
gers crew who did a great job with the installation.

It is with grateful hearts that we offer. thanks to God for blessing our congregation with this
new instrument to use for His praise in our worship.

" any piano teacher will testify. It should remind us to
pray for those who are weak, in trouble or in pain.
They need your prayers day and night. You cannot
pray enough for them.

1. Your thumb is nearest you. So begin your
prayers by praying for those closest to you. They
are the easiest to remember. To pray for our loved
ones is, as C. S. Lewis once said, a 'sweet duty.'

2. The next finger_is the pointing finger. Pray for
those who teach, instruct and heal. This includes
teachers, doctors, and ministers. They need support
and wisdom in pointing others in the right direction.
Keep them in your prayers.

5. And lastly comes our little finger - the smallest
finger of all which is where we should place our-
selves in relation to God and others. As the Bible
says, 'The least shall be the greatest among you.'
Your pinkie should remind you to pray for yourself.
By the time you have prayed for the other four
groups, your own needs will be put into proper per-
spective and you will be able to pray for yourself
more effectively.

3. The next finger_is the tallest finger. It reminds us
of our leaders. Pray for the president, leaders in
business and industry, and administrators. These
people shape our nation and guide public opinion.
They need God's guidance.
