Jesusô earthly task was completed. He died and was buried, and then He rose trium-

phantly.

Newsflash!  New Organ for Gloria Dei Church! 
 

Sometime during the summer months a new organ will be installed at 

Gloria Dei. A Rodgers Allegiant Organ will replace our current organ 

which is about 40 years old. 

 

We are grateful for our present organ which has served us well all 

these years and was a major improvement musically in its day.  It 

began having difficulties a number of years ago, causing the repair-

man to be creative in ñfixingò it so that it would at least work, al-

though not at all in the way which it was meant. For example, the pre

-sets no longer function, manuals do not operate properly, and some 

pedals and keys stick or do not sound at all. Playing this instrument is certainly a challenge at this 

point!  It would be costly to try to restore it to its original capabilities and there would be no cer-

tainty that it would last or that new problems would not arise. 

 

Realizing that the current organ couldnôt be wired together forever, an Organ Fund was estab-

lished about twelve years ago. Around this time we also began contacting organ manufacturers to 

gather information in preparation for obtaining a new organ. Several companies were contacted, 

representatives came to talk to us, and we visited churches in which organs had been installed to 

see and hear them.  Rodgers Instruments seemed to be the best fit for our congregation, and we 

now contacted them again, this time as a serious customer. Rodgers Instruments is dedicated to the 

support of worship through musical excellence, technical innovation and quality manufacturing, 

and has organ installations in many Chicago area churches, including a number of Lutheran 

churches.  A representative again came to the church, gave his opinion and recommendation, and 

presented options. He also arranged for a group of us to go on a field trip to various church instal-

lations in the Chicago area and a visit to the showroom to see, hear and play the various organs 

appropriate for a congregation of our size, type of building and finances.  After careful considera-

tion, the Rodgers Allegiant was chosen. 

 

The Rodgers Allegiant has many wonderful features.  It has a tab console, three manuals, 184 or-

gan stops including chimes and zimbelstern, high-quality orchestral stops, combination action, and 

AGO (American Guild Organists) standard pedalboard just to name a few.  Divided expression, 

four palettes of sound, and unlimited memory via USB are featured as well. It will also have a 

natural wood cabinet and bench, lighted music rack, lighted pedal board, and locking rolltop. And 

itôs made in the United States of America! 

 

This is an exciting time for Gloria Dei congregation! 

Special events involving the new organ are in the planning stages.  Keep watch in your bulletin 

and newsletter for more information!
