From Your Pastor  

May 2011  

"The Feast of the Resurrection of Our Lord"  

"Alleluia! Christ is Risen! He is Risen Indeed! Alleluia!"  

We have just celebrated the Holiest of Weeks culminating with the Resurrection 

of our Lord. This day is the climax of the Church' s Year, the Feast of feasts, the King of 

days. Our Lord rose from the dead on the, "first day of the week, " and this day has be-

come the Lord's Day. In joyful remembrance of His victory the faithful observe a weekly 

commemoration of their Lord's Resurrection - every Sunday is Easter Sunday! But these 

weekly celebrations of Easter do not displace the one, great annual Feast of Our Lord's 

Resurrection - they only serve to emphasize it and its importance.  

This day is a day of the greatest and holiest joy. Throughout the solemn weeks of 

Lent the Church looked eagerly forward, almost impatiently, for its coming. Indeed the 

entire season of Lent is intended to prepare the faithful for the rising of Christ at Easter 

into newness of life. If you have not traveled the Lenten road with our Savior in His holy 

Word and Sacrament, then your celebration of Easter tends to be a bit hollow. The crown 

of thorns must come before the crown of glory.  

For the faithful, the entire Lenten season is preparation for a Holy Easter. At the 

Liturgy of the Great Easter Vigil, the catechumens are baptized and the baptismal vows 

are renewed. St. Paul reminded us, "Do you not know that all of us who have been bap-

tized into Christ Jesus were baptized into His death? We were buried therefore with Him 

by Baptism into death, so that as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Fa-

ther, we, too, might walk in newness of life. For if we have been united with Him is a 

death like His, we shall certainly be united with Him in a Resurrection like His. " When  

 

 

Jesus Christ, the Head rose, the mystical body, the Church, was to be holy, ready to 

serve the Head in holiness!  

The object of this day's celebration is not just the physical fact of Our Lord's 

Resurrection - it is the entire redemptive work of the Crucified and Risen Christ! The 

Resurrection of Jesus is the divine testimony that the Redemption has been completed ­ 

"It is finished!" just as Jesus said. The Holy Week and Easter Liturgy portrays the risen 

Lord as both the Sacrificial Lamb and the Mighty Conqueror. That is exactly what Jesus 

is. The Easter Epistle, Gradual, Sentence, Preface and Agnus Dei all speak of Jesus as 

the Paschal Lamb, sacrificed for us. In the Gloria we sing of the Lamb of God that takes 

away the sin of the world. Christ is the Lamb Who is sacrificed for us upon the altar of 

the cross and becomes our divine Food on the altar in the Holy Communion.  

But the other image of Jesus in the Holy Week and Easter Liturgy is that of 

the Mighty Conqueror. By His Death and Resurrection He has conquered the devil. 

He is mightier than Death. He is stronger that sin. And on Palm Sunday He comes 

in riding as King, though humble and on a donkey!  

We are the Church - the Body of Christ - as we corporately gather around this 

Jesus - this Sacrificial Lamb Who is also the Mighty Conqueror. Through Baptism, 

Holy Communion, Confession and the Word we receive His divine gifts. These gifts 

are given when we gather together where Jesus is truly present for us to bless us with 

His love!  

Let us continue to rejoice in Jesus' Death and Resurrection! Let us keep the 

Feast in sincerity and truth!  

"Alleluia! Christ is Risen! He is Risen Indeed! Alleluia!"

Definition of Time – The measured or measureable period 

during which an action, process, or condition exists or 

continues; duration:  a period of apprenticeship:  A per-

son’s experience during a specified period or on a particu-

lar occasion. 

God had time on his side when he made the Jews wander 

the desert, and God still has time on his side when it 

comes to you.  Are you still going to wander in your own 

desert?

CHRIST IS RISEN! THEREFOREé 

ñChrist is risen! He is risen indeed! Alleluia!ò 

This is the message we share as we celebrate the Resurrection of our Savior, Jesus. 
This is also the message of the entire 15th chapter of 1 Corinthians: Christôs victory over 
sin, death, and hell which leads to our resurrection. The entire chapter is Good News 
upon Good News, culminating in these words: 

ñDeath has been swallowed up in victory. Where, O death, is your victory? Where, 
O death, is your sting?ò The sting of death is sin, and the power of sin is the law. 
But thanks be to God! He gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ. 

 (1 Corinthians 15:54-57) 

Then Paul gives us the ñthereforeò: 

Therefore, my dear brothers, stand firm. Let nothing move you. Always give your-
selves fully to the work of the Lord, because you know that your labor in the Lord is 
not in vain.  (1 Corinthians 15:54-57) 

This should be your response to the best of all news: your labor for the Lord, your acts 
of love toward others, your service to God at Gloria Dei, your encouragement of our 
pastor, principal, teachers, and staff, your fellowship with other believers. You should 
never give up or grow weary of doing these things, for your work, as His steward, is in 
the Lord, and, therefore, is not in vain. 

But Paul isnôt finished with the ñthereforeò. He continues in the next chapter: 

Now about the collection for Godôs people:éOn the first day of every week, each 
one of you should set aside a sum of money in keeping with his income, saving it 
up, so that when I come no collections will have to be made.  (1 Corinthians 16:1,2) 

Your response to Christôs ultimate sacrifice should include the joyful giving of a percent-
age of Godôs financial gifts to you to help His Church share the Good News that you 
have received. 

May God bless you as you respond to the Easter message with your ñthereforesò.
