 This is the Gospel, as Dr. Luther writes, that demands faith. Indeed, he tells us 

that none may receive him except the one who believes him to be the Man and have 

the mind of humble, self-sacrificing service that is seen in the Matthew account. Apart 

from this Man Jesus, who is also true God ς this Suffering Servant prophesied by Isaiah, 

we can not know God and indeed, we do not have God.

whatsoever to do with Jesus at all. You might see Jesus portrayed as a therapist, a so-

cial agitator, a weight loss guru, a life coach, a financial advisor, and on and on. These 

ways of looking at Jesus are not only silly, they are also patently un-biblical and false ς 

and they lead people to hell. Those who promote and teach them are not pastors 

(shepherd) but wolves. 

 The Savior prophesied by Isaiah and all the Prophets ς the Savior Who has 

come in Jesus Christ ς is the Savior from sin, death and hell because he went the way 

of the cross for you and me and for all - to take away the sin of the world. That is the 

true Jesus that is proclaimed here week in and week out. Those who have no room in 

their hearts for such a Savior will see no pressing need to come here to hear of him or 

to receive him in his Word, his holy absolution spoken by the pastor, his true Body and 

Blood given for you in His Supper. But for you who are convicted by your sin and look 

to Jesus as your Savior ς not your therapist or advisor ς you will find One who is rich in 

grace and blessing for you. 

 Begin this new Church Year with such a Savior as that ς One who comes in 

deepest humility to save you.
