Dear People of God:

Last month we rejoiced in the celebration of Mrs. Voight’s 45 years of teaching here
at Gloria Dei at the time of her retirement from teaching in our school. We also rejoiced in
the blessing of our new organ to lead us in liturgy and in song.

In October we begin by rejoicing yet again as we celebrate the 70" Anniversary of
our church building which was dedicated on September 28, 1941. We have been richly
blessed in the building that has been bequeathed to us by those who came before us in the
Faith. In this place God’s Holy Word has been proclaimed to young and old, forgiveness has
been pronounced, the Holy Sacraments have been administered, Confirmation vows have
been made, Marriage vows have been made, and God’s holy saints have received a Christian
funeral.

We can also thank God, not only that in this place He has given and still gives His life
and forgiveness, but also that we have a church building that reflects the glory and beauty of
God in brick, glass and wood rather than the utilitarian auditorium-like ugliness that so many
church buildings reflect today. Our church building is designed to cause us, as we hear in the
liturgy, to “Lift up our hearts... to the Lord.” The gothic arches, the stained glass windows,
the large altar, pulpit and font, the carvings of Christ Crucified and Risen again all are meant
to bring us to the inescapable conclusion that something special, something extraordinary is
happening in this place.

This month we also will have our annual stewardship emphasis, “Bearing Fruit for
Jesus: His Grace and Power at Work within You.” As those who belong to Jesus, we can’t help
but bring forth “good fruit” in serving our neighbor. These Sundays will serve to help us re-

member that all the “good fruit” we bring forth in serving and giving is only because we,

who are by nature, “dead branches” because of our sin, have been grafted onto the
“Living Vine” that is Jesus Christ. He brings forth the “good fruit” in us. May we hear
that good news again in our stewardship emphasis this month!

Finally, this month we rejoice in the Feast of the Reformation, which we will
celebrate on Sunday, October 30", What are we really celebrating on this day? On Oc-
tober 31%, 1517 the Reformation of the Church officially began with Dr. Martin Luther,
a priest and doctor of the Church, posting his 95 Theses on the church door in Witten-
berg, Germany questioning the practice of the sale of indulgences, which were pur-
chased with the promise they would free souls from purgatory. This teaching, and
many others, took attention away from and clouded over the central teaching of God’s
Holy Word: namely, that we sinners are forgiven and restored to God by His grace
through faith in Jesus Christ alone, because of His holy and perfect death and His inno-
cent death and shed blood on the Cross.

The Reformation was about Jesus Christ, the center of all things, truly present
for His Church in His Word and Holy Sacraments. Gloria Dei is above all else, a place of
hearing God’s pure and Holy Word. There is no greater Worship of God than receiving
Him in His Word. Our Lord said to the disciples, “He who hears you hears me.” And St.
Paul wrote, “So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the Word of God.” Dr.
Martin Luther wrote concerning the Word of God in the margin of a Bible commenting
on Psalm 45:10, “Nothing more beautiful in the eyes of God than a soul that loves to
hear His Word.”

Let this Reformation assure you again that you are forgiven in Christ Jesus, and
let it call you back again and again to His most Holy Word, in which you are blessed
with the very presence of the Crucified and Risen Christ! Blessed Reformation!
